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Snacks “NUT FREE SCHOOL”

We discourage snacks with high levels of sugar, salt; food colouring chemicals or foods easily choked on.

Suggestions:

Vegetables and fruit (cut to the child's finger size) Dips
Crackers and Cheese Nutritious cookies and muffins
Loaves (banana, carrot, zucchini)
Sandwiches cut into quarters or into different shapes with a cookie cutter

Each child is asked to bring a snack for the morning and another for the afternoon if the child
is in all day.

We also require that parents bring in a bouquet of flowers for the arranging exercise and the elegance of
the classroom.

Uniforms

At Manotick Montessori we require that all children wear a uniform. The colors of the uniform are navy
blue and white. Uniforms may be purchased at The Gap in Bayshore Mall.

Clothing

A second set of clothing should be kept at the school in case of accidents. Your child must have a pair of
indoor shoes (slippers, sneakers, etc.) that will always be kept at school. Also, all should be labeled with
your child's name.

**ALL CLOTHING, INCLUDING SHOES, SHOULD ENABLE THE CHILD TO MANAGE INDEPENDENTLY**

Lunches

Children who are attending full day classes should bring a nutritious lunch. Each lunch should contain
milk or a pure fruit juice. Food such as chocolate bars, gum, pop and candy, which are high in sugar
content or artificial additives, are not allowed.

Nutrition is taught during the Body Movement Program and we believe it should be reinforced in
the child’s home environment. Children should be encouraged to help pack their own lunch using
food from the four major food groups, thus learning the importance of nutrition in their daily diet.

In an effort to contribute to a cleaner, safer environment, we would ask that parents support our
garbageless lunch policy by packing your child’s food in re-usable containers.

Your child’s name should appear on the outside of their lunch box. A serviette and necessary utensils should
be included. We do not have a microwave for heating lunches. Children will take home all uneaten food.

Toys

A show and tell tray will be present in the classroom. Children are encouraged to bring objects with
educational value and which support the Montessori philosophy. For example, books, cultural objects,
CDs, objects from nature etc. We ask that children do not bring toys.



Parents Interviews

Conferences with your child’s teachers will be held twice each year in the fall and again in the spring.
If necessary, additional interviews may be arranged during the year. The teachers will gladly meet with
you whenever there is a need, however please make an appointment. The children receive 2 report cards
per year, one in the fall and one at the end of the year.

Winter Weather

In case of bad weather a decision as to whether our school will open will be made by 7:00 am based on
dangerous road conditions. Our decision may not necessarily be in accordance with other schools. There
is a telephone network and you will be contacted as soon as possible.

Field Trips

Throughout the year, trips are made to local special places of interest. A notice will be sent home in
advance of the excursion informing you of the destination time and date. It will also include a permission
slip to be signed and returned.

Holidays and Professional Development Days

Check the school calendar and monthly notices.

Special Events

Throughout the year there will be special events. For example, Mother’s Day Tea, Winter Celebrations,
Father’s Day Breakfast or Snack etc. Check the school calendar and monthly notices for these events.

Birthday Celebrations

Birthdays are a time of recognition and celebration. At Manotick Montessori, each birthday child is hon-
oured in a “special ceremony” celebrating his/her life. We ask that your child bring photographs of each
year of their life, a special snack, either cupcakes, Rice Krispie squares or cookies and a special gift for the
class (a book, flowers, CDs etc.). PLEASE NO LOOT BAGS OR ANY EXTRAS.
